Noise walls are then assessed in accordance with federal ana state requlations by:
o [aentify receptors (residences, schools, places of worship, hospital, libraries,
recreational areas, etc)
 Determine existing and future projected noise levels and compare to
determine if noise abatement should be considered.
Consiaeration if future noise levels increase by 15 decibels or approach
0r exceed adopted thresholds,
o Noise wall consiaeration is then based on feasible and reasonable criteria
- Feasible criteria include: will 2 or more receptors have a future noise
reduction of at least 5 aecibels, design, safety, access, rignt-of-way,
