Project Limits: The SR 70 PD&E project area extends from west of SR 31 

approximately 16.7 miles to SE Highlands County Line Road, 

as shown in Figure 1. 

 

Proposed Activity: The purpose of the study is to improve traffic safety conditions, 

emergency evacuation, and incident response times; maintain 

important east-west connectivity within the regional 

transportation network and accommodate freight activity along 

SR 70 in Desoto County, Florida. Alternatives to be evaluated 

shall include the widening of SR 70 from two to four lanes from 

west of SR 31 to the SE Highlands County Line Road. 

 

Tentative Class of Action: It is anticipated that the class of action for this project will be a 

Type II Categorical Exclusion.

I. Project Background 

The project section of SR 70 is classified as a rural principal arterial and is designated as part of 

Florida's Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) network. SR 70 is one of the primary east-west 

facilities in south-central unincorporated DeSoto County, providing access to agricultural and 

ranching operations and freight distribution centers. The project is located east of US 17, near the 

City of Arcadia. 

SR 70, within the project limits, generally consists of a two-lane rural typical section with 12-foot 

lanes and six-foot shoulders of which four to five feet are paved. The segment from west of SR 

31 to west of Townsend Road consists of a four-lane typical section. From CR 760 to SE 
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Highlands County Line Road, there are eight-foot shoulders of which four to five feet are paved. 

Existing right-of-way ranges from approximately 180 to 350 feet throughout the corridor. The 

Florida of Transportation (FDOT) will evaluate options for widening SR 70 from two to four 

lanes from west of SR 31 to SE Highlands County Line Road to address safety conditions, 

maintain connectivity, and accommodate freight activity within the area. This project will tie into 

an ongoing SR 70 widening study (FPID 451649-1) located to the east of the subject project 

limits. 

II. Project Goals 

The following goals and objectives have been identified for this study: 

• Improve traffic safety conditions, emergency evacuation, and incident response times, 

• Maintain important east-west connectivity within the regional transportation network, 

and,  

• Accommodate freight activity.

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VI. Coordination with Local Agencies 

Copies of aerial maps depicting all alignment and design concepts under consideration, along 

with draft copies of engineering and environmental study documentation, will be furnished to the 

County Engineers, with their review and written comments solicited. Updated information will 

also be forwarded to the county(s) for review and comment prior to the scheduled public hearing. 

The Consultant will notify the Department’s liaison for DeSoto County of project execution. The 

Department’s liaison will coordinate with the Project Manager to schedule meetings with DeSoto 

County and the Heartland Regional Transportation Planning Organization (HRTPO).  

VII. Public Hearing 

A public hearing will be held in compliance with the PD&E Manual, 23 CFR 771, and Section 

339.155, FS. 

Public Hearing Site: The public hearing will be held at an appropriate facility 

convenient to the study area. Justification of facility selection will 

be documented in the Comments & Coordination Report. 

Public Advertisement: A legal display advertisement will appear in The Arcadian twice 

(at least 15 days and no more than 30 days) prior to the public 

hearing. All advertisements will be sent to local newspapers via 

email or registered mail, with a return receipt requested. 

In addition, an announcement of the public hearing will be 

published in the Florida Administrative Register and on FDOT’s 

Public Meeting Notices Website at least seven days prior to the 

public hearing.  

Letters of Invitation: Notifications will be mailed to all property owners as required 

by Section 339.155, FS, and to local elected and appointed 

government officials notifying them of the upcoming public 

hearing. Notices also will be hand-delivered to residences and 

businesses located directly along the project corridor as deemed 

necessary by the FDOT (optional). 

Hearing Preparation: Slide presentations and/or video presentations, project corridor 

aerial maps, graphics, and handouts will be prepared to 

supplement the oral public hearing presentation. 

Transcript: A verbatim transcript of the public hearing will be compiled to 

include the official court reporter’s transcription, errata sheet, and 

script of the recorded presentation, if applicable. This document 

will be included as a part of the Comments and Coordination 

report and will be used as a summary of the hearing.

All draft documents to support PD&E studies will be available 

for public review at least 21 calendar days prior to the public 

hearing date.
